SPOTLIGHT ON PREPAREDNESS

HPP funding strengthened relationships and communications between health care
agencies. It allowed MT HCCs to purchase platforms to monitor situational awareness of emergency
with a single system. The HCCs also purchased a volunteer management system, which medical services
registered 1,400 volunteers within the first two days of launching. This system
supported 200 volunteer staffing requests from hospitals and long-term care facilities.
Health care entities were also offered the opportunity to apply for funding to purchase
training supplies and equipment to respond to the pandemic.
